DETAIL ITINERARY 
Day 1 Hanoi - Sapa 
Early this morning our guide will pick up up from hotel and leave for a 10 hour drive to 
Sapa. Stop along the way for taking photos of panorama of Vietnamese countryside and 
meet hilltribes people, have lunch in Yen Bai, arrival in Sapa late in the afternoon.  
At an elevation of 1600 meters, Sapa was founded in the early years of the last century 
as a hill resort for French administrators when the heat on the plain became unbearable. 
After checking into hotel we can soak up the fresh climate as much as we want by 
spending our time wandering around this charming town and some legacies of the 
French period. 
Overnight: Chau Long hotel or similar 
ETHNIC MINORITIES OF VIETNAM 
There is nothing better than walking amongst the rice paddy patchwork that makes up 
the mountains of northwest Vietnam. To awake and wander off from the village among 
the clouds and watch as the mist rises from the mountaintops is unforgettable. Vietnam 
is home to 54 ethnic minorities and a number of these have made the mountainous 



region of the north their base. During our time here we’ll meet many of these fascinating 
people and have the privilege of staying as guests in their villages. As we wander 
through the mountains we're constantly met by the delighted squeals and smiles of 
children and we'll see many members of the ethnic groups who still wear their traditional 
dress. We'll meet people dressed in exquisite hand-embroidered clothes,and others 
weaving fabrics, embroidering ancient patterns, dying cloth with indigo and using 
beeswax to create a batik design. The ethnic groups are well adapted to the harsh life on 
hillsides, and you will see many terraces built into the slopes where rice and vegetables 
are grown. 
 
Day 2 Sapa trekking 
After breakfast, you set off for a two hour trek to Lao Chai village which takes you along 
buffalo paths and trails and through several hilltribe villages. This is an absolutely 
spectacular walk through stunning scenery inhabited by some of the friendliest people 
you can hope to meet, your guide will assist you communicating with the localswhile 
visiting around the village. Take a ride back to Sapa for around 30 minutes and you 
might stop some times on the way to take photos of the fabulous valley. 
Many photo stops and "Kodak moments"are awaiting for you a long the way back to 
Sapa. 
In the afternoon we take a short walk to Catcat village, the village of H'mong tribe in the 
valley, which remains very generally uncorrupted outside forces. Excellent views of the 
valley, the magnificent limestone and paddy fields of H'mong village. Enjoy some visits 
to local families and reach their customs. After the village down into the valley, the Cat 
Cat waterfall will be visible. A "White curtain" cascade appears, surrounded by flowery 
valley and deep-green pines. The rocks near the river and waterfall provide a marvellous 
place for picturesque photos and sunbathing during good weather… 
 
Overnight: Chau Long hotel or similar 
Meal: breakfast 
 
Day 3 Sapa – Bacha - CanCau market 
This morning we bid farewell to Sapa and catch our jeep for a 120 km drive to Can Cau 
market, basic but full of the hill tribes with colorful customs. The morning CanCau Market 
is close to China border and home to many ethnic minorities such as Flower H’Mong, 
Nung, Dzao they all come down from mountainous, isolated villages taking along with 
horses, buffaloes, cats, dogs, chickens for sales, at the market place you will be 
surprised and impressed by what they trade and their colorful clothes. You will have a 
real discovery on the cultures and lifestyles of the hill tribes here because they live in a 
remote and isolated region and far away from the modern life. Back to Bac Ha around 
noon, after checking into hotel we can enjoy a walk to visit the Hmong King’s former 
residence and Ban Pho where villagers make the potent local maize alcohol. 
Overnight: Sao Mai hotel or similar 
Meals: breakfast 
 
Day 4 Bacha- Hanoi 
Following breakfast we embark on the return drive to the capital. Along the way we will 
make numerous photo stops as we pass through different hill tribe villages. Lunch en 
route, back to Hanoi in the early evening

travel style: Independent 
If you're looking for something different (perhaps group travel isn't for you) or you want 
an extension to your trip, an Independent adventure could be just the thing.

This trip operates on a twin share basis (two single beds in one room). Single 
supplements are only applicable to single travellers who wish to have their own room

You are required to carry your pack on and off trains and buses, up hotel steps, etc. 
Your itinerary may include easy paced walks or trekking of 2-3 hours in hilly terrain, in 
conditions that are likely to be hot and muggy. You may raise your heart rate a little bit 
on these trips 
travel insurance 
Travel insurance is highly recommeded on these trips. When selecting a travel insurance 
policy we recommend that at a minimum you are covered for medical expenses 
including emergency repatriation. We also recommend that the policy also covers 
personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and personal effects 
money exchange 
Currency exchange rates often fluctuate. For the most up to date rates please refer to 
the following website: http://www.oanda.com/. 
The official currency in Vietnam is Dong(VND). The Dong at the time of writing trades at 
approximately 16,000 VND to USD1. The US dollar, preferably crisp clean bills, can be 
used to directly purchase goods and services along with the local currency,. Travelers 
checks can be cashed at authorized foreign exchange outlets and banks and require 
presentation of passport. There is normally a 2 to 5 percent transaction fee for cashing,  
however it can be difficult to change traveller's checks outside the big cities. Other major 
international currencies may be exchanged in the main cities, where Visa and 
MasterCards may also be used for cash advances. ATMs are available in most large 
towns throughout Vietnam. Most hotels offer exchange services at a reasonable rate. It 
is not possible to exchange Vietnamese Dong outside the country so convert or spend 
all your Dong before leaving. Black markets are reemerging in Vietnam but are 
considered a danger and best avoided 
Make sure that the Vietnamese notes you receive are not torn, this because many shops 
and restaurants will not accept them. Also try not to change too much money at one 
time, as you will end up with a large wad of notes.

spending money 
Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some 
travellers may drink more than others while other travellers like to purchase more 
souvenirs than most. Please consider your own spending habits when it comes to 
allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also remember the following specific 
recommendations when planning your trip. 
final payment 
Your final payment needs to be paid in US$ cash to our representative on day 1 of the 
tour. We recommend that you organise before arriving at your destination. If this is not 
possible, money exchanges and banks can be found at the Airport upon arrival, or close 
to the starting point hotel, where its possible to obtain US dollars. Charges or 
commisions may apply. 
meal inclusions 
3 breakfasts  
While travelling with us you will experience the vast array of wonderful food available in 
Vietnam. Generally, to give you the maximum flexibility in deciding where and what to 
eat, not all meals are included in the trip price. Your group leader/guide will be able to 
suggest favourite restaurants during your trip. 
meal budget 
please allow USD10 each day for meals not included 
You will also need to allow enough money for the following: 
Money for drinks and shopping. 
Tipping is very much appreciated by local guides, hotel staff, drivers and 
restaurant staff. As a guide, allow US$5-8 per day 
emergency fund 
Please also make sure you have access to an additional USD400 as an 'emergency' 
fund, to be used when circumstances outside our control (eg. A natural disaster) 
necessitate a change to our planned route or unforeseen incidents such as an outbreak 
of Avian Influenza. This is a rare occurrence! 
 
For comparability, all prices in this dossier are quoted in one currency. We use the US 
Dollar since that is familiar to most. However, once on tour you will need to pay for all 
goods and services in the local currency.  
 
SUPPLEMENTARY TOUR INFORMATION 
arrival complications 
We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable 
to commence your trip as scheduled, as soon as possible please contact our 
management, requesting that you speak to or leave a message for us. To do this, please 
refer to our Emergency Contact.  
If you have pre-booked an airport transfer you will be met on arrival at Hanoi Airport. Our 
representative will be holding a sign with your name when you exit the airport terminal. If 
for any reason you cannot locate the person please call our magagement and if you 
have not made contact with our representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs 
and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the starting point hotel. 
If you take a taxi directly from the airport expect to pay around 150,000 Dong (approx. 
US$10). Use a metered taxi and avoid taxi touts. Providing you were eligible for a 
transfer you will then be reimbursed for this cost on arrival.

pre and post tour accommodation 
If you require extra nights accommodation before or after your tour, we will be happy to 
organise this for you. The rates for this service are shown in the price section. Our pre 
and post tour accommodation rates include the cost of a hotel room along with local 
taxes, booking services and administration expenses. It is therefore likely that hotel rates 
available locally will be lower than those offered in our brochure. It is not compulsory for 
you to book your pre/post tour accommodation through Vietnam Spirit Travel. Any extra 
nights accommodation required should be booked at the same time that you book your 
tour. We will always try to book extra nights accommodation in the same hotel that has 
been designated as the Starting Point for your tour, but in certain circumstances, this 
may not be possible. If your extra accommodation is prior to the start of the tour your 
voucher should be presented to the hotel reception upon check-in. If the extra 
accommodation is after the end of your tour, the voucher should be presented when the 
accommodation included in your tour has ended 
keeping in touch-communication while on the road 
If you need to be contacted while travelling we recommend that you set up an email 
address that can be accessed on the road, rather than relying on postal mail. Email 
cafes are becoming increasingly commonplace and cheap throughout Vietnam, and 
have quickly become the preferred way for our leaders/guides and travellers to stay in 
touch. If someone wishes to contact you in an emergency while you are on one of our 
trips we recommend that they refer to our Emergency Contact at

We recommend that family and friends don't try to contact you through phoning hotels en 
route, as our hotels are subject to change, and our hotel receptions often don't have 
English speaking staff. 
your fellow travellers 
As you travel on a trip you will be exposed to all the pleasures and maybe also some of 
the frustrations of travelling in a group. Your fellow travellers will probably come from all 
corners of the world and are likely to be of a variety of ages too. We ask you to be 
understanding of the various needs and preferences of your group - patience with your 
fellow travellers is sometimes required for the benefit of everyone's travel experience. 
Remember too that you have responsibilities to the group. If you are requested to be at a 
place at a certain time, ensure that you don't keep the rest of the group waiting. We have 
found time and time again that the very best trips we operate are those where the 
dynamics within the group work well - this takes just a little effort on your part. 
your tour guide 
All Independent trips are accompanied by an experienced local English speaking guide. 
The aim of the guide is to take the hassle out of your travels and provide information on 
the places you are travelling through including historical, cultural, religious and social 
aspects, offer suggestions for things to do and see, recommend great local eating 
venues and introduce you to our local friends so as to help you have the best trip 
possible 
what to take

checklist 
Sun block 
Insect Repellant 
Passport 
Camera and Film 
Money (there are no banking facilities in the area) 
Trekking shoes 
Warm clothes for the winter months (Nov to Feb).The mean temperature in Hanoi in 
January is just 16 degrees celsius and in Sapa can drop to near zero in 
December/January. Bring a winter weight sweater and trousers and jacket when 
travelling in these months. 
laundry 
Facilities are offered by most hotels for a charge. There will be times when you may 
want to or have to do your own laundry so we suggest you bring 
nonpolluting/biodegradable soap 
local dress 
When packing be aware that dress standards are conservative throughout this region. 
Loose, lightweight, long clothing is both respectful and cool in the predominantly hot 
Asian climate. In winter months the extra length will keep you warm! Generally speaking, 
neat and tidy clothing is also appreciated in Vietnam. Shorts should be knee length and 
singlets/ tanktops are also not recommended. 
a couple of rules 
Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on our trips. Possessing or using drugs not only 
contravenes the laws of the land but also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking 
marijuana and opium is a part of local culture in some parts of the world but is not 
acceptable for Vietnam Spirit travellers. Vietnam Spirit Travel's philosophy of travel is 
one of respect towards everyone we encounter, and in particular the local people who 
make our destinations such special places. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely 
contrary to this philosophy. Our group leader/guide has the right to expel any member of 
the group if drugs are found in their possession or they use prostitutes. 
a word of warning 
As Vietnam embraces capitalism with open arms it is also falling victim to some of the 
problems of the West. Some parts of city centres are now a favourite hangout for 
pickpockets. If doing some exploring on your own carry only the necessary minimum 
with you and use a well-hidden money belt. Valuables, including your passport, should 
be left in the hotel safe - organize this at reception. There is no need to get paranoid, just 
be cautious.
